Ecology and Orthodoxy
By Father Timothy Chrapko

I n todaydés world, we are often told that humani:
Many blame the Christian idea of man being a master over nature as the root cause for the damage that he
been done. In her book Living in Goddés Creation

argues that this line of reasoning is completely flawed. She spends a great deal of time examining the logic
of the Church Fathers in order to show that the roots of Christianity did not establish man as master of the
world, but rather as a caretaker. Man has the responsibility to improve and care for the world around him,
just as he has the responsibility to improve himself. Thusly, the meaning of all being is Theosis, and
through Theosis of humankind, the created world also has the hope of being restored to the state it knew
before the fall of our first parents, and with them the created world. Therefore Christianity, and particularly
Orthodoxy does not teach domination over nature, but rather shows us how our relationship with the Earth
should be a reflection of our relationship with God.

Theokritoff starts her discussion on ecology with an extensive historical discussion of what the Church Fa-

thers have to say on the subject of ecology. As
