As we celebrate the Feast of the Nativity of Christ, we celebrate a truly spectacular and won-

drous event that changed the very course of history.  Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, confirms this 

about the Person of Christ and His Nativity:  ñIn the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 

God, and the Word was God.  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld his 

glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truthò (John 1:1 & 14). 

At the Feast of the Nativity of Christ we are called to remember Who Christ truly is ï the Word 

of God:  ñIn the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was Godò.  In 

celebrating the Feast of the Nativity, we donôt simply celebrate the birth of some extraordinary human 

being that would eventually go on to achieve numerous great accomplishments.  At the Nativity of 

Christ we affirm the very Incarnation of God Himself ï ñAnd the Word was made flesh, and dwelt 

among us.ò Truly, what a great miracle and wondrous historic event it is that we celebrate! 

This event, the Incarnation of the God, was so great in importance that it divided world history 

into two parts - BC and AD; and the history of salvation and how God dealt with His created world 

into the Old and New Testaments.  Through the Incarnation of Christ, God established a new relation-

ship with His people.  The Feast of the Incarnation of Christ calls upon every Orthodox Christian to 

experience this event on a most personal level.  It is an event that should constantly remind us that our 

lives are also divided into two distinct and separate periods: the period before we came to know the 

Lord Jesus Christ and were joined unto Him through Holy Baptism and Chrismation, and the period 

after our Baptism and Chrismation when we began walking in the newness of life because of our 

knowledge of and love for Him. 

May this yearôs celebration of the Incarnation of our Lord, God and Saviour Jesus Christ be not 

only a remembrance of our Godôs wondrous entrance into our world.  May this yearôs Nativity cele-

brations also bring about a renewal of His entrance into our hearts, minds and souls, as well as into our 

relationships with each other.  May His Incarnation instil in us the desire to serve Him at all times.  

May it remind us of our constant calling to ñcommend ourselves and one another and all our life unto 

Christ our God!ò 

I also take this opportunity to welcome our new Parish Council President, Gregory Syrnick 

along with all of the members of our newly elected Parish Council and congregation committees.  May 

the spirit of our Lordôs Nativity guide you in the stewardship of His Holy Church.  I sincerely thank 

Lorne Calkins, our outgoing Parish Council President and thank him and all outgoing Parish Council 

members for their past service and dedication in working in our Lordôs blessed vineyard! 

On behalf my family I extend to you and your families our warmest wishes for a most joyous 

celebration of our Lord's Nativity! 

CHRIST IS BORN!  LET US GLORIFY HIM!  
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Excerpt from On the Incarnation 

By: St. Athanasius 

 

Who save the word of God Himself, Who also in the beginning made all things out of noth-

ing? His part it was, and His alone both to bring again the corruptible to the incorruptible 

and to maintain for the Father His consistency of Character within all. For He alone being 

the Word of Father, and above all was in consequence able to recreate all, and was worthy to 

suffer on behalf of all and to be an ambassador for all with the Father. 

 

For this purpose, then, incorporeal and incorruptible and immaterial Word of God entered 

our world. In one sense, indeed, He was not far from it before, for no part of creation had 

ever been without Him Who while ever abiding in union with the Father, yet fills all things 

that are. But now He entered the world in a new way, stooping to our level in His love and 

self-revealing to us. He saw the reasonable race, the race of men that, like Himself, ex-

pressed the Fatherôs Mind, wasting out of existence, and death reigning over all in corrup-

tion. He saw that corruption held us all the closer, because it was the penalty for our Trans-

gressions; He saw, too, how unthinkable it would be for the law to be repealed before it was 

fulfilled. He saw how unseemly it was that the very thing which He Himself was Artificer 

should be disappearing. He saw how the surpassing wickedness of men was mounting up 

against them; He saw also their universal liability to death. All this he saw, and pitying our 

race, moved with compassion for our limitation, unable to endure that death should have the 

mastery, rather than that His creatures should perish and the work of His Father for us might 

come to nought, He took to Himself a body, a human body as our own. Nor did He will to 

merely become embodied or merely to appear; had that been so, He could not have revealed 

His divine Majesty in some other and better way. No, He took our body, and not only so, but 

He took it directly from a spotless stainless virgin, without the agency of human father ï a 

pure body, untainted by intercourse with man. He, the Mighty One, the Artificer of all, Him-

self prepared this body in the virgin as a temple for Himself, and took it for His very own, as 

the instrument though which he was known and in which he dwelt. Thus taking a body like 

our own, because all our bodies were liable to corruption and death, He surrendered His 

body to death in place of all, and offered it to the Father. This he did out of sheer love for us, 

so that in His death, all might die, and the law of death thereby be abolished because, when 

He had fulfilled in His body that for which it was appointed, it was thereafter voided of its 

power for men. This He did that He might turn again to incorruption men who had turned 

back to corruption, and make them alive through death by appropria-

tion of His body and by the grace of His resurrection. Thus He would 

make death to disappear from them as utterly as straw from fire.

Glory to Jesus Christ! 

 

I greet you as we celebrate the Nativity of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  As your outgoing Presi-

dent I want to thank each and every one of you for your support over the last two years.  

 

During my time as President we have had to focus on the properties we owned behind our Church and 

cultural centre.  We had tenants who caused significant damage, tenants who did not pay, a major wa-

ter line break, and tenants who simply left owing us a few months rent.  As a Church I donôt feel that 

the house rental business is something we, as Parish Council, should need to focus on.  Now that the 

properties are gone I am hoping we can focus back on our Church activities. 

 

With the houses demolished, we have a large area to use for a community garden. We have had about 

10 plots for the last two years.  This project will continue and I ask that if you are interested, please call 

the office and ask for a plot next year.  Thanks to all the volunteers who built the garden and help 

maintain it! 

 

Our congregation is very grateful for the support we receive from our Lay organizations.  All groups 

including TYC, UWAC, Golden Agers, The Order of St. Andrew, and CYMK contribute financially 

and spiritually to our congregation.  Without the funding we receive, it is very clear that we would run 

a deficit of approximately 75,000 each year, mainly due to the cost of maintaining our facilities.   

 

I am also pleased to see that we currently have three younger members from our Church pursuing a life 

dedicated to Jesus Christ.  Fr. Michael Faryna was recently ordained a Priest, Sub Deacon Chad Paw-

lyshyn continues to serve in our Parish, and Reader Andrij Krochak is currently studying theology in 

Greece.  It is clear to me that our Orthodox Church has a strong future.  Congratulations to all of you 

on your achievements. 

 

The Southern Alberta Mission project continues to do good work.  Lethbridge continues to be a 

healthy congregation and Red Deer is continuing efforts towards finding a permanent spiritual home.  

This year we raised over $30,000 towards the project.  For the third year we have received a grant from 

the Ukrainian Orthodox Foundation in the amount of $5,000 and also for the third time we have re-

ceived $3,000 from the Western Eparchy.  We are very thankful for both of these gifts that help us per-

form our Mission Work.  As we begin the New Year, I ask that you continue to support this project 

with your voluntary donation of $75 per member.  I also wish to acknowledge the support our mem-

bers give directly to Red Deer by attendance and/or donations.
